He has been working in the development and
application of ion beam analytical techniques with the 2.5 MV Van de Graaff
accelerator installed at IST, in particular using a Scanning Nuclear Microprobe.
The main applications of the implemented techniques have been performed
in the fields of material sciences, cultural heritage and biomedical application.
The research in these fields is documented in the authored or co-authored
